Analyse the issue of motivation in the context of English language learning, focusing specifically
on the role of the teacher and different types of motivation (instrumental, integrative, intrinsic and
extrinsic motivation). Define motivation in the context of language learning and explore ways in
which teachers can increase students' motivation to learn English as a foreign language. Provide
factors that influence the motivation of unsuccessful students and suggest approaches to improve
their English language skills. Assess the impact of individual forms of motivation on English
learning outcomes and identify optimal strategies for motivating students in different age categories
and language ability levels.
